A functional design, aimed at keeping the mass to a minimum, is proposed in order to reduce the visual effect of the facility. There is an opportunity to use a variety of colours on the façade as well so that it blends more with the surrounding landscape. 

The colour option of ‘greys’ (dark to light) takes reference from the existing MRF facility. The ‘Earth Tones’ takes reference from the industrial heritage of Derbyshire. The muted ‘Green’ colour palette is common for industrial facilities in a rural context and reflects the landscape.
